An Easy Way to Check for Oral Cancer

Cancer of the mouth is diagnosed in about 100 new individuals each day in the U.S. alone, and a person dies from oral
cancer every hour of every day, according to the Oral Cancer Foundation. In order to shed light on this disease, April was

named Oral Cancer Awareness Month.

Due to the way oral cancer was screened in the past, it was often not diagnosed until later stages. However, with the new

VELscope® technology, Hagen Dental Practice is able to offer our patients a way of detecting the cancer sooner. This is
important, because a faster diagnosis can increase the chances
for successful treatment and recovery.

VELscope is a hand-held device that uses fluorescence technology
to provide early detection of abnormal tissue. VELscope is a
non-invasive procedure that shines a safe blue light into the oral
cavity. Typically, healthy tissue appears as a bright apple-green glow,
while suspicious regions are identified by a loss of fluorescence,
which appear dark.

It's an easy procedure and is recommended for anyone with risk
factors including use of any tobacco products, heavy use of alcohal,
prolonged exposure to sunlight or ultraviolet radiation, and
biological factors.

Do your part and ask to be tested for oral cancer using VELscope
at your next appointment.
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
